Council met in regular session with Mayor Sharon Brown presiding and roll call showing Councilmembers:  McKenna Porter, Butch Hess, Sterling Meals, Connie Jordan, Justin Begnoche and Daton Hess present.

Copies of the minutes of the previous meeting were presented and approved by the Council.  Copies of the minutes of the previous Public Utilities Commission meeting were presented.

Appropriation Ordinance Nos. 3277 and 3278, allowing claims which had been checked by the Council, were presented.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, that these Ordinances be approved for payment.  Upon being put to a vote by roll call the motion carried by a unanimous vote of all Councilmembers present.

City Attorney presented four Resolutions for action.

Resolution No. 1450, entitled “A RESOLUTION FIXING A TIME AND PLACE FOR A HEARING TO BE HELD BEFORE THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, WHEREIN THE OWNER, HIS OR HER AGENT, LIENHOLDERS OF RECORD, OCCUPANTS AND OTHER PARTIES IN INTEREST OF CERTAIN PROPERTY MAY APPEAR AND SHOW CAUSE WHY THE STRUCTURES LOCATED AT 812 5TH STREET, AND LEGALLY DESCRIBED BELOW, SHOULD NOT BE CONDEMNED AND ORDERED REPAIRED OR DEMOLISHED AS BEING UNSAFE OR DANGEROUS.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to adopt Resolution No. 1450 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Committee reports were as follows:

Ways and Means-Committee met to discuss the possibility of changing city code to allow the Public Utilities office to be somewhere besides in City Hall.  A study will be done to see if this move would be necessary.

Streets and Alleys-Committee has received an offer of $38,000.00 for the ‘04’ trash truck but feels it is worth more.  More advertising will be done.
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City Parks and Pool-Pool will open May 31, 2009.

Building Permits-Moved by Councilmember Meals, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to approve the following permits:


Ralph and Linda Stirrett for 1468 square foot addition at 201 Court Street.


Kyle Wilder for a 24’ x 30’ garage at 739 Court Street.

The motion carried unanimously.

Airport-Committee working with BWR to draw a new plat map and changes in drainage to the Airport Industrial Park.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to sign an agreement with BWR that list the scope of work to be done for $15,780.00.  The motion carried 5-1.  Councilmember B. Hess voted “nay”.

Police Advisory-Police Chief, Bill Robinson, appeared before the Council to explain how the nuisance ordinance is working in regard to mowing and clean up notices.  The Police Department will be changing the way they serve notices at residents’ homes.

Chief Robinson informed the Council that the dog pound by the WasteWater Plant is sinking.  Something will need to be done with the building.

A cross-walk training program will be offered next August for volunteers who want to be crossing guards. 

Mayor Brown showed a plaque to the Council that has been given to the City.  The plaque has a picture of the Rock Island depot as it looked in the 50’s.  The plaque had been made by the Clay Center Improvement Foundation and gave a brief history of the depot.

Mayor Brown congratulated Councilmember Connie Jordan for her recent graduation from Fort Hays University.

New Business-A request has been received from Vern Swanson to close a half block of Frederick Street, east from Fifth Street for a July 2nd block party.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to grant the request made by Mr. Swanson.  The motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Begnoche, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.
