Council Chambers

Council met in regular session with Mayor Sharon Brown presiding and roll call showing Councilmembers:  Jim Brown, Justin Begnoche, Steve Fox, Daton Hess, Rhys Baker, McKenna Porter and Butch Hess present.

Copies of the minutes of the previous meeting were presented and approved by the Council.  Copies of the minutes of the previous Public Utilities Commission meeting were presented.

Appropriation Ordinance Nos. 3354, 3355 and 3356 were presented.  Moved to approve payment by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess.  Upon being put to a vote by roll call the motion carried by a unanimous vote of all Councilmembers present.

City Clerk, Calvin Wohler, read several “Thank You’s”.  They were from:

The family of Wanda Smith Rajczi for a sympathy card sent to Charles Smith, building inspector, after the death of his daughter.

The family of Virgil Lloyd for sending a plant for his memorial service.

Members of St. Paul Episcopal Church for helping fund the Kid’s Café last summer.

City Attorney, Dustin Mullin, presented several items for review/action.

Resolution No. 1498, entitled “A RESOLUTION REQUESTING THE DIRECTOR OF ACCOUNTS AND REPORTS TO WAIVE THE REQUIREMENTS OF K.S.A. 75-1120a(a) AND CAUSING THE ANNUALLY REQUIRED FINANCIAL AUDIT, OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, FOR THE ACCOUNTING PERIOD 2011, TO BE PREPARED BASED ON THE CASH BASIS AND BUDGET LAWS OF THE STATE OF KANSAS, ALL IN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, AND PURSUANT TO K.S.A. 1120a(c)(1).”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter to adopt Resolution No. 1498, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 1499, entitled “A RESOLUTION REVISING THE TERMS OF REIMBURSEMENT FOR STREET UTILITY PATCHES, IN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to adopt Resolution No. 1499, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 1500, entitled “A RESOLUTION CLARIFYING THE PROCEDURE FOR HOURLY EMPLOYEE WAGE INCREASES IN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS.”, was reviewed.  Councilmembers wanted to wait until later in the meeting to adopt this because of the absence of Councilmember Sterling Meals.

Ordinance No. 2266, entitled “AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR A CHANGE IN RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS FOR APPOINTED OFFICIALS, IN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS; AMENDING SECTION 1-402, AND CREATING SECTION 1-435 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, REPEALING SAID EXISTING SECTION.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Brown to adopt Ordinance No. 2266 after the WasteWater Superintendent has been deleted in Section 4, 1-435.  The motion carried 6-1.  Councilmembers Brown, Begnoche, Fox, D. Hess, Baker and Porter voted “yea” and Councilmember B. Hess voted “nay”.

Committee reports were as follows:

Ways and Means-PU Commission want a separate checking account to work with their new software programs they are getting.  Questions were discussed concerning how to keep payrolls combined.  Jayson Hood, representing Woods & Durham, accounting office, appeared before the Council to explain how the payroll can be combined from two payroll systems into one for tax reporting purposes.  A separate payroll will be set up to handle these issues.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember Brown, to allow the PUC to have their separate bank account.
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Mayor announced the turkeys have been ordered for the city employees including housing employees.  Mayor reported what other city operations do for employees for Christmas.  The Public Utilities Commission takes employees and their spouses to the Country Club for dinner and gives each employee a $25.00 gift certificate.  The Library takes the employees, board members and spouses out for dinner at a local restaurant.
Streets and Alleys-Work is progressing on the 12th Street and downtown alley projects.

A manhole at Lincoln Avenue and A Streets has collapsed.  It will cost an estimated $10,000.00 to repair.  Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to allow Street Superintendent, Greg Jensen, see that repairs are made.  The motion carried unanimously.

An engineering agreement for the east Highway #24 Klink project with Campbell and Johnson was reviewed.  Project is a mill and overlay starting at 10th Street then east to city limits.  The engineering agreement estimated cost is $29,500.00.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to approve the agreement.  The motion carried unanimously.  Klink projects are funded 75% by the State and 25% by City.

The City hauled 95 tons of trash to the landfill during the fall clean-up.

Airport-Committee will be having interviews with three prospective airport engineering firms on December 9, 2010.

Lighting project is almost complete.

Public Recreation Advisory-Committee met with some city residents to discuss several items, such as hiring a coordinator for all recreation programs, a new swimming pool and increase funding for recreation programs.

Police Advisory-Police Chief, Bill Robinson, appeared before the Council for an update of taking care of dogs.  A place to board dogs may be announced soon.

Old Business-Before the Council Meeting, during the work session a program was given in regard to the City getting a web page.  The City has a web page now but needs to be updated and someone to maintain more regularly.  Shane Myers, representing Kansas.Gov., gave information about their web page programs.

City needs to resolve an issue with police and fireman’s holiday pay.

Mayor Brown still wants to find someone to do some painting in City Hall.

New Business-Resolution No. 1500 was presented for review.  Councilmember Meals was still absent from the meeting.

Resolution No. 1500, entitled “A RESOLUTION CLARIFYING THE PROCEDURE FOR HOURLY EMPLOYEE WAGE INCREASES IN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember Brown, to adopt Resolution No. 1500 with the striking out the word hourly in the title.  The motion carried 6-1.  Councilmember Fox voted “nay”.  The Mayor will sign the Resolution under protest because it does not cover the Public Utilities Commission employees..

Councilmember Porter read a statement that she will be moving to Florida and therefore will resign effective after the December 21, 2010 Council meeting.  She expressed her pleasure of being a Councilmember since April of 2009.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to accept Councilmember Porter’s resignation.  The motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember Begnoche, to go into a ten minute Executive Session to discuss a matter regarding non-elected personnel and those present to include the Mayor and City Attorney.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting went into a ten minute Executive Session.
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The meeting reconvened after ten minutes.

Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned.
