Council met in regular session with Mayor Sharon Brown presiding and roll call showing Councilmembers:  McKenna Porter, Sterling Meals, Connie Jordan, Steve Fox, Justin Begnoche and Daton Hess present.

Copies of the minutes of the two previous meetings were presented and approved by the Council.  Copies of the previous Public Utilities Commission meeting were presented.

Appropriation Ordinance Nos. 3310, 3311 and 3312 were presented.  Moved to approve payment by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan.  Upon being put to a vote by roll call the motion carried by a unanimous vote of all Councilmembers present.

City Clerk, Calvin Wohler, read a “Thank You” from the CCCHS FFA Chapter.  The chapter was thanking the City for allowing them to have a box for toy donations in City Hall at Christmas season.  The FFA received over two hundred toys to be distributed to area children in need.

City Attorney, Dustin Mullin, had a number of Resolutions and Ordinances to present for approval.

Resolution No. 1468, entitled “A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE BY THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, OF FIRST MORTGAGE REVENUE BONDS (APOLLO TOWERS PROJECT), SERIES 2010, IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $570,000 FOR THE PURPOSE OF RENOVATING THE APOLLO TOWERS PUBLIC HOUSING PROJECT; AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF AN INDENTURE OF TRUST AND MORTGAGE BY SAID CITY WITH THE HOUSING AUTHORITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, AND UMB BANK, N.A., AS TRUSTEE, RELATING TO SAID PROJECT AND SAID BONDS; AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF CERTAIN RELATED DOCUMENTS AND INSTRUMENTS.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Fox, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to adopt Resolution No. 1468 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 1469, entitled “A RESOLUTION PRESCRIBING THE FORM AND DETAILS OF AND AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE SALE AND DELIVERY OF $50,000 PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF TAXABLE GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, SERIES 2010, OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED BY ORDINANCE NO. 2242 OF THE ISSUER; MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS TO PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT AND SECURITY THEREOF; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS CONNECTED THEREWITH.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to adopt Resolution No. 1469 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 2242, entitled AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $50,000 PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF TAXABLE GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, SERIES 2010, OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS; PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF AN ANNUAL TAX FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST ON SAID BONDS AS THEY BECOME DUE; AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH; AND MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS WITH RESPECT THERETO.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to adopt Ordinance No. 2242 as presented.  The motion carried 6-0.  Councilmembers Porter, Meals, Jordan, Fox, Begnoche and D. Hess voted “yea” and no Councilmember voted “nay”.

Resolution No. 1470, was presented for approval.  The Resolution adopts a new “City’s Facility Use Policy” in regard to allowing City Hall to be used by others.  Moved by Councilmember Jordan, seconded by Councilmember Meals, to adopt Resolution No. 1470 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 1471, was presented for approval.  The Resolution adopts new regulations as to when fireworks are allowed to be discharged in the City near the 4th of July.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to adopt Resolution No. 1471 as presented.  The motion carried 4-2.  Councilmembers Meals and D. Hess voted “nay”.

Resolution No. 1472, was presented for approval.  The Resolution sets new prices for Cemetery lots, burials and other regulations having to do with the Cemetery.  Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember Fox, to adopt Resolution No. 1472 as presented.  The motion carried 5-1.  Councilmember D. Hess voted “nay”.
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Resolution No. 1473, was presented for approval.  The Resolution sets regulations in the City Code Book having to do with duties of the City Administrator.  Moved by Councilmember Jordan, seconded by Councilmember Porter to adopt Resolution No. 1473 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 1474, was presented for approval.  The Resolution sets new rules and regulations for citizens having animals in the City.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to adopt Resolution No. 1474 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 2243, entitled “AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE CODIFICATION OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF CERTAIN OTHER ORDINANCES NOT INCLUDED THEREIN, EXCEPTING CERTAIN ORDINANCES FROM REPEAL AND SAVING CERTAIN ACCRUED RIGHTS AND LIABILITIES.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to adopt Ordinance No. 2243 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  Councilmembers Porter, Meals, Jordan, Fox, Begnoche and D. Hess voted “yea” and no Councilmembers voted “nay”.

City Administrator, Cheryl Beatty, presented her report to the Council.

Committee reports were as follows:

Streets and Alleys-Due to the recent freezing and thawing the City streets are getting a lot of “pot holes” in them.

City Property-The City had a ground test done at a site near the WasteWater Plant entrance and found it not suitable for an Animal Shelter.

Lights, Water, and Sewer-Superintendent of Public Utilities, Bill Callaway, appeared before the Council.  Mr. Callaway explained the size of loan they are getting from KDHE needs to be increased for the new Water Treatment Plant.  The original loan approved was for 7.8 million dollars that was approved three years ago, but due to increased cost of engineering and material 9.8 million may be needed.  Hopefully all the two million dollar extension will not be needed.  Moved by Councilmember Fox, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to authorize Mayor Brown to sign the necessary papers with KDHE to increase the size of loan.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ad Hoc Recycling Committee-City is preparing to pick up glass for recycling in the future.

Mayor Brown gave a report to the Council.

Two 2010 electrical licenses were presented for approval.  Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to approve a license for Davin Electric Inc. of Topeka, Kansas and Osborne Brothers Electrical Contractors of St. Marys, Kansas.  The motion carried unanimously.

A 2010 plumbing license was presented for approval.  Moved by Councilmember Fox, seconded by Councilmember Begnoche, to approve a plumbing license for Systems 4 Inc. of Salina, Kansas.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Brown informed the Council to commit now to attend the LKM conference in Wichita in October.

A discussion was held about issuing a bond to repair streets and pay for other projects that need to be done.
The sidewalk forms around the front of the building at 5th and Court Streets was discussed.  Council agrees it should be removed by the owner.  The owner, Gini Harold will be asked to come to the next Council Meeting to visit about this issue.
Ms. Beatty presented two engineering agreements for review.  The agreements are with BWR of Kansas City for Airport projects.  One is an Environmental Assessment for Land Purchasing and the other is a Runway Lights and Beacon Construction project.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to approve the two engineering agreements presented between the City and BWR.  The motion carried unanimously.
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There was a discussion about the City paying for Councilmember attendance to the Kansas Rural Water Conference in Wichita.  The conference is held the last week of March.  Ms. Beatty believed the conference would be very beneficial for Councilmembers to attend.  Moved by Councilmember Fox, seconded by Councilmember Meals, to have the City pay the expense of any Councilmembers that attend the Kansas Rural Water Conference.  The motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned.
