March 16, 2010

Council met in regular session with Mayor Sharon Brown presiding and roll call showing Councilmembers:  McKenna Porter, Butch Hess, Sterling Meals, Connie Jordan, Steve Fox, Justin Begnoche, Daton Hess, and Rhys Baker present.

Copies of the minutes of the previous meeting were presented and approved by the Council.  Copies of the minutes of the previous Public Utilities Commission meeting were presented.

Appropriation Ordinance Nos. 3319 and 3320 were presented.  Moved to approve payment by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan.  Upon being put to a vote by roll call the motion carried by a unanimous vote of all Councilmembers present.

A letter was read by City Clerk, Calvin Wohler, from Three Rivers Independent Living Resource Council.  The letter was making the City aware of their funding being cut and they would like the City to donate money to them.  The request was taken under advisement.

A letter was read from Jeff Reade, a Veteran’s Employment Representative, concerning veterans living in Clay Center.  He was explaining he has heard good things from veterans who have retired in Clay Center.

Holly Chestnut, representing the After Prom Committee, appeared before the Council.  The Committee expects 81 Juniors and 86 Seniors to attend this year’s After Prom event.  The event is planned as an entertainment for After Prom participants until early morning of the next day.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to donate the same amount as last year, $1,500.00, and pay the amount out of Special Park and Recreation Fund.  The motion carried unanimously.

City Attorney, Monte Green, presented items for action/review.

Resolution No. 1477, entitled “A RESOLUTION PURSUANT TO K.S.A. 12-101, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, TO BEGIN THE PROCESS AND SIGN ANY NECESSARY DOCUMENTATION TO DISPOSE OF UN-NEEDED REAL ESTATE WHICH IS CURRENTLY DESIGNATED PARK PROPERTY LOCATED IN BLOCK 54 OF THE ORIGINAL TOWNSITE OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Jordan, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to adopt Resolution No. 1477, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.
Resolution No. 1478, entitled “AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATION RESOLUTION – EFM CONSULTING, LLC (Mitigation Plan)”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to adopt Resolution No. 1478, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.
John Haas, representing Ransom Consulting Services, in Wichita, appeared before the Council with a summary of bids to review for the refinancing of the 2003 Electrical Revenue Bond.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to accept the bid from United Missouri Bank as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.
Ordinance No. 2248, entitled “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF THE CITY’S GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES B, 2010, IN THE AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $2,785,000 FOR THE PURPOSE OF REFUNDING CERTAIN OUTSTANDING ELECTRIC SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS OF THE CITY; PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF AN ANNUAL TAX FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST ON SAID BONDS; AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS; AND MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS WITH RESPECT THERETO.”, was read considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to adopt Ordinance No. 2248, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  Councilmembers Porter, B. Hess, Meals, Jordan, Fox, Begnoche, D. Hess and Baker voted “yea” and no Councilmembers voted “nay”.
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Resolution No. 1479, entitled “A RESOLUTION PRESCRIBING THE FORM AND DETAILS OF AND AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE SALE AND DELIVERY OF GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES B, 2010, IN THE TOTAL AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $2,785,000 OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED BY ORDINANCE NO. 2248 OF THE CITY; MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS TO PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT AND SECURITY THEREFOF; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS CONNCTED THEREWITH.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by 

Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Jordan, to adopt Resolution No. 1479, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

The City Administrator’s report was handed out.

Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to go into an Executive Session for the purpose of discussing non-elected personnel for the period of ten minutes with Councilmembers, Mayor, and City Attorney being present.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting went into an Executive Session for ten minutes.

The meeting reconvened after ten minutes.

Committee reports were as follows:

Fire Department-Committee will be visiting with County Commissioners in regard to merging the City Fire Department and County EMS.  

Streets and Alleys-With warmer weather hopefully coming, more permanent patching of pot holes will be done.

Cemetery-Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Begnoche, to appoint Karen Buckner as Sexton of Greenwood Cemetery effective March 24, 2010 upon Ned McMahan’s retirement on March 23, 2010.  The motion carried unanimously.  Ned McMahan appeared before the Council thanking them for allowing him to work for the City.  Karen was then given the oath of office.

Lights, Water and Sewer-The variable speed rotors are working well.

Building Permits-Moved by Councilmember Meals, seconded by Councilmember Jordan to approve building permits for Leiszler Oil Co. for an addition to car wash at 635 W. Crawford, detached garage and storage for Mike Foster at 1708 Berglund Drive and a garden/tool shed for Lyle Ross at 702 Arthur Street.  The motion carried unanimously.

Airport-A new Fixed Based Operator’s Agreement and Airport Manager’s Agreement between the City of Clay Center and Spicer Aircraft was presented for approval.  Mike Spicer, representing Spicer Aircraft had appeared before the Council during the work session to report on his duties at the Airport.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Meals, to revise the agreements with Spicer Aircraft by adding $2,000.00 per year the first year of contract and add $50.00 per month for Wi-Fi expenses plus other adjustments.  The motion carried unanimously.

Police Advisory-Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to order a new Impala police car from KHP Partners in the amount of $19,417.25.  The motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to approve a Street Use permit for Clay Center Family Dental Care for a free dentistry program called ‘Dentistry from the Heart’, on April 23, 2010, 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. and allowing the south half of the 700 block of Liberty Street to be blocked off.  The motion carried unanimously.

A discussion was held in regard to hiring one person to be the Animal Control, Code Enforcement, and Nuisance Control Officer.  Council members mutually agreed that an Animal Control officer should be separate position from the other enforcement duties.
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Mayor’s Report-Clay Counts is having a Town Hall Meeting, on Wednesday, April 7, 2010.
The Envisioning project has started.

Old Business-The highway KLINK project bid opening will be March 26, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. in City Hall.

Discussion followed concerning purchasing the parking lot, west of City Hall and getting a price.

New Business-Jerod Hopper, Manager of Citizen’s National Bank in Clay Center, has requested the City become a PRIDE city.  If the City was, it may help in receiving grant monies for the Rotary Club’s playground project.

The Three Rivers request for funding was discussed.  Council would like someone to appear before the Council to report on what they do.

It was reported that persons who want bricks from the demolition of the GT Building must make arrangements with the Contractor.

An Annual Report from the City Administrator was given to the council members.

Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned.
