Council met in regular session with Mayor Sharon Brown presiding and roll call showing Councilmembers:  Sterling Meals, Justin Begnoche, Steve Fox, Daton Hess, Rhys Baker, McKenna Porter and Butch Hess present.

Copies of the minutes of the previous meeting were presented and approved by the Council.  Copies of the minutes of the previous Public Utilities Commission meeting were presented.

Appropriation Ordinance Nos. 3327 and 3328 were presented.  Moved to approve payment by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter.  Upon being put to a vote by roll call the motion carried by a unanimous vote of all Councilmembers present.

City Clerk, Calvin Wohler, read three different communication items.  They were:


A “Thank You” from Kansas Gas Service Division of Oneok, Inc., in regard to working out a new franchise fee agreement.


An information letter from KDHE telling the City that the gas spill site at the Street Department location no longer needs to be monitored.  Project closed.


Read a letter from Chamber of Commerce explaining a wooden nickel program they are promoting.
Mr. Wohler presented two 2010 sale of firework applications for approval.  They are KaBoomers Ent., Inc. of Wahoo, Nebraska and Jake’s Fireworks, Inc. of Pittsburg, Kansas.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Baker, to approve the fireworks licenses.  The motion carried unanimously.

During the work session before the Council meeting the Council interviewed three applicants for the First Ward council seat.  They were Jim Brown, Tyce Young and Becky Ogle.  At this time the Mayor asked for a roll call to vote on a person to fulfill this seat.  Roll call went as follows:

Jim Brown came before the Council and was given the oath of office by the City Clerk and then seated in the First Ward chair.

Joe Hurla, of 360 Energy Solutions, appeared before the Council to explain how his company conducts an energy audit for governmental entities.  The energy audit is free but they ask that they be hired to do the work on any upgrades done to conserve energy.  The savings on energy bills should be enough to pay for the upgrades to make the program work.  There is a grant administrated through the State of Kansas that would pay 60% of the cost of this project while the other 40% would be matched by the City.  Moved by Councilmember Fox, seconded by Councilmember Baker, to accept this proposal and move forward with this project.  The grant does have a June 16 application deadline and a cap of $150,000.00.  Motion carried 7-1.  Councilmember B. Hess voted “nay”.

Wade Bauer, representing the Clay Center B’s girl’s softball teams, appeared before the Council.  Mr. Bauer invited and encouraged councilmembers to attend girls’ softball games during Saturday, May 29.  There will be 23 teams and 40 games.  Last year, 1450  kids participated in tournaments.   There will be more  games on the 12th and 13th of June.

Lisa Seley, representing the Detour Youth Center, appeared before the Council.  Detour is having a ten year anniversary celebration on June 5, 2010 and would like to close the south half of 5th Street between Court and Lincoln Streets for concerts and other activities from 12:30 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.  Moved by Councilmember D. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to grant the above mentioned request.  The motion carried unanimously.
City Attorney, Dustin Mullin, presented several items for action.

Ordinance No. 2250, entitled “AN ORDINANCE INCREASING THE MONTHLY SERVICE CHARGE FOR THE COLLECTION OF RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE IN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS; AMENDING SECTION 15-532 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, REPEALING SAID EXISTING SECTIONS AND REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 2157.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember Fox, to adopt Ordinance No. 2250 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  Councilmembers Meals, Brown, Begnoche, Fox, D. Hess, Baker, Porter and B. Hess voted “yea” and no Councilmembers voted “nay”.

Ordinance No. 2251, entitled “AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A FRANCHISE TO EAGLE COMMUNICATIONS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION AND OPERATION OF A CABLE SYSTEM WITHIN THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Begnoche, seconded by Councilmember Fox, to adopt Ordinance No. 2251 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  Councilmembers Meals, Brown, Begnoche, Fox, D. Hess, Baker, Porter and B. Hess voted “yea” and no Councilmembers voted “nay”.
Mr. Mullin gave a report from a Public Hearing the Planning Commission had earlier today in regard to various lots of property owned by Girton Propane Service, Inc. and Brad Girton personally in the area of Harriet and Bridge Streets and scattered from 8th to 12th Streets.  The commission meeting had several residents in the area show up at the hearing with concerns about some of the zoning requests.  The Planning Commission will meet again on June 1, 2010 at 3:00 p.m. to discuss further rezoning of some of the lots.  They do recommend to the Council that the property at 1138 Bridge Street be given the zoning classification of 1E.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter to move forward with an Ordinance to zone 1138 Bridge Street as 1E.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Mullin presented two resolutions to clear up some items needed for the Housing Authority to move forward with their remodel project.  The items define some items needed by HUD.

Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to adopt Resolution No. 1484, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 1483, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, AUTHORIZING THE HOUSING AUTHORITY OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, TO SUBMIT APPLICATION TO SPECIAL APPLICATIONS CENTER FOR DISPOSITION THROUGH THE DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT, REQUESTING THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT PROVIDE THE NECESSARY PROJECT APPROVAL LETTER PERTAINING TO THE REMODELING OF APOLLO TOWERS, AUTHORIZING THE HOUSING AUTHORITY OF THE CITY OF CLAY CENTER, KANSAS, TO SEND NECESSARY PROPOSALS TO THE DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT FOR THE MIXED FINANCE PROGRAM AND CAPITAL FUND PROGRAM TO BE UTILIZED IN THE REMODELING OF APOLLO TOWERS AND RATIFIES ANY PREVIOUS ACC AGREEMENTS AND AMENDMENTS RELATING TO PUBLIC HOUSING IN THE CITY.”, was read and considered by sections.  Moved by Councilmember Fox, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to adopt Resolution No. 1483, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

 City Administrator’s report was given to the Council and portions were read during committee reports.

Committee reports were as follows:

Fire Department-Department may need a Mutual Aid Agreement with County to allow them to respond to rescues outside the city limits.  Rodney Althiser is a new fireman.
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Streets and Alleys-Discussion of repairs of streets and some downtown alleys and how to pay for it.  Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to designate the 2% increase in Public Utilities franchise fees next year and the 2% in the Kansas Gas franchise fees to go toward street repairs.  The motion carried unanimously.

City Parks and Pool-Having some equipment and water problems at the Pool.  

Mike Spicer, Spicer Aircraft, appeared before the Council on behalf of the Rotary Clubs’ fundraiser for the new playground planned for Dexter Park.  Mike is fixing pancakes for a fundraiser in Morganville on Saturday morning, May 22nd.

Lights, Water & Sewer-The lift station at 2nd Street and Lincoln Avenue has been temporary patched.  When monies are available the new pump will be installed.

Building Permits-Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to approve a permit for Ray and Dee Frigon for a 12’ x 16’ deck at 2243 Eisenhower Drive.  The motion carried unanimously.

City has received three applications for a building inspector.  All three will be interviewed.

Airport-Mike Spicer appeared before the Council to inform them that the hail loss damage is finally being repaired.  The City has been holding the funds for these repairs.

Police Advisory-Two candidates were interviewed for the Animal Control/Code Enforcement Officer position.

North 12th Street and Prospect Street parking problems are being studied.

Mayor gave her report to the Council.  She informed the Council that the Public Utilities Commissioner position will not be reappointed until the first meeting in August.  By city code the Public Utilities Commissioner is appointed in August.  There was a discussion of compiling a City/Public Utilities Commission operation agreement.

Old Business-The old Swift/GT building is about down.

There was a discussion of short term / long term street repairs.

Discussed who should read the City Administrator’s report.

Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Begnoche, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned.
