Council met in a special meeting with Mayor Sharon Brown presiding and roll call showing Councilmembers:  Sterling Meals, Jim Brown, Justin Begnoche, Steve Fox, Daton Hess, Rhys Baker, McKenna Porter and Butch Hess present.

Only four items mentioned in the special notice can be presented at this meeting.

Appropriation Ordinance Nos. 3342 and 3343 were presented.  Moved to approve payment by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess.  Upon being put to a vote by roll call the motion carried by a unanimous vote of all Councilmembers present.

Public Utilities Commission has presented a Resolution No. 1493 with Southwestern Power Commission to enter into a contract for fifteen years to purchase electric power from them.  This contract replaces a cancelled contract that was acted upon several months ago.  This Agreement needs Council approval.  Moved by Councilmember B. Hess, seconded by Councilmember Brown, to approve Resolution No. 1493 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Four building permits were presented for approval, but before they are presented for approval the City Attorney, Dustin Mullin, asked for a five minute Executive Session.  Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, that the Council go into a five minute Executive Session with the City Attorney and Mayor to discuss an item deemed attorney/client privileged.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting went into a five minute Executive Session.
The meeting reconvened after five minutes.

Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to approve a building permit for John and Jo Koppes for a 14’ x 22’ garage addition to their house at 713 Hillcrest Drive.  The motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to approve a building permit for Justin and Micah Urban for a 10’ x 20’ storage shed at 1308 10th Street.  The motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember D. Hess, to approve a building permit for Justin Begnoche for a 24’ x 36’ garage at 1010 Lane Street.  The motion carried 7-0-1.  Councilmember Begnoche abstained.

Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember Porter, to approve a building permit for Rollin Newell for a 32’ x 60’ garage at 1617 2nd Street.  The motion carried 6-1-1.  Councilmember Begnoche abstained and Councilmember B. Hess voted “nay”.

Resolution No. 1494 was presented for approval.  The Resolution has to do with Mayor Brown’s appointment of Justin Begnoche to the Public Utilities Commission Board.  Begnoche’s appointment was defeated by a 4-3 vote at the August 3, 2010 meeting.  Resolution No. 1494 was presented that states that Justin Begnoche is unqualified to serve on the Public Utilities Commission.  This is required by K.S.A. 12-16, 2128.

Moved by Councilmember Porter, seconded by Councilmember Meals, to approve Resolution No. 1494 that would state Justin Begnoche is unqualified to be on the Public Utilities Commission.  Motion was a 4-4 tie.  Councilmembers Meals, Brown, D. Hess and Porter voted “yea” and Councilmembers Begnoche, Fox, Baker and B. Hess voted “nay”.  Mayor Brown voted “nay” to defeat Resolution No. 1494.
Moved by Councilmember Brown, seconded by Councilmember B. Hess, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned.
